NEED TO IMPROVE ATTITUDES TOWARDS SCREENING AND DIAGNOSIS 

KEY FINDINGS

LESS THAN 1 IN 2
people knew that viral
hepatitis is one of the
key causes of liver failure

ONLY 3 IN 10
people had their health
screening in the last two years

ONLY 4 IN 10
people were aware about the
HBsAg test for diagnosis of hepatitis B

ONLY 3 IN 10
were aware of the various
staging of liver scarring
or fibrosis

KNOWLEDGE
on how viral hepatitis is
transmitted scores the
lowest among those surveyed
